Activities of the EU Minor Uses Coordination Facility 
The Coordination Facility supports EU growers of specialty crops in finding chemical

and non-chemical solutions to their plant protection issues. The mission of the Facility is ‘to enable farmers in the EU to produce high quality crops by filling minor uses gaps through efficient collaboration to improve availability of chemical and non-chemical tools within an integrated pest management (IPM) framework’. Hence, a clear focus is on sustainable solutions within an integrated pest management (IPM) framework, towards a more sustainable agriculture. One of the benefits of the Coordination Facility is that it allows the efforts of Member States, growers and other stakeholders to find more crop protection solutions to be coordinated in an efficient way and to make solutions available for growers across the EU, hence creating a level playing field.

The Coordination Facility has also made great improvements to the EU Minor Uses Database (EUMUDA), which contains the minor use needs of the growers’ in Member States together with ongoing projects that are carried out by dedicated expert groups to solve these minor use needs. These groups, the so-called Commodity Expert Groups, are also run by the Coordination Facility.
The Coordination Facility has significant ambition to solve minor uses issues, by:

· Stimulating harmonisation in definitions and crop-pest grouping,

· Creating a ‘level playing field’ for growers, 
· Focusing on non-chemical solutions, 
· Addressing regulatory hurdles, and 
· Guaranteeing continuity of the MUCF through long-term funding.
The activities described and actions to be taken are detailed in the enclosed ‘Prospectus for a long-term EU Minor Uses Coordination Facility’.

Long-term funding proposal
The Coordination Facility is hosted by the European and Mediterranean Plant Protection Organization (EPPO), which includes all EU Member States among its member countries. Since its creation in 2015, the functioning of the Coordination Facility has been guaranteed through a fund co-financed by the European Commission (50%) and a consortium of three Member States (France, Germany, the Netherlands, together 50%). This financing will end in April 2018, when the grant agreement for the fund expires.

The experience gained so far in the EU, but also with similar facilities in Third Countries (e.g. IR-4 project in the US), has shown that a sustained support for finding solutions for plant protection problems for specialty crops cannot be solved through a non-recurring action like a Commission grant, but requires continuous structural funding.
Regarding a long-term funding strategy, the commitment of voluntary assessed contributions, where the annual amount paid by Member States is related to the size of their population, is considered the most appropriate option.
The Coordination Facility can continue its activities from the fourth year onwards if contributions are provided weighted according to the population in each individual Member State. For this purpose, the Member States have been divided into three different groups, each with a different voluntary assessed contribution, as shown in the table below.

Also the countries belonging to the European Free Trade Association (EFTA) who follow similar regulatory arrangements for the authorisation of plant protection products can contribute to the Facility with expertise, information relevant to minor uses and an appropriate level of funding.
Scenarios
Different scenarios have been developed depending on the contributions received.
Scenario 1 (assume funding from DE, NL, FR and two Member States from Group 1 or four Member States from Group 2) = 225 000 €

Maintain EUMUDA (no further development), maintain basic staffing to participate in Expert Working Groups (EWGs), no expenses for EWGs  

Salaries and related costs for MUCF staff: 191 000 € (Coordinator at 75% , Technical expert at 60%, Minimum IT officer and Minimum admin support)

IT infrastructure 12 000 €
Overheads 22 000 €

Scenario 2 (assume funding from 11 countries: four Member States from Group 1, four Member States from Group 2, and three Member States from Group 3) 
= 330 000 €

Maintain and develop EUMUDA, maintain staffing at current levels, no expenses for EWGs,

Salaries and related costs for MUCF staff: 281 000 € (Coordinator at 100% , Technical expert at 80%, IT officer at 50% and Maximum admin support)

IT infrastructure 12 000 €
Travel and subsistence 5 000 €
Overheads 32 000 €

Scenario 3 (assume funding from all or most Member States) = 700 000 €
Maintain all current activities, develop EUMUDA, including funding for expenses of EWGs
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
